State of Hawaii Marriage License ~ 
 
It is as simple as this to obtain a marriage license in the State of Hawaii ~ 

 
We arrange a license appointment for you with our preferred Marriage License Agent (both the 
bride and groom must be present at the time of licensing). 
 
Both of you must be 18 years or older and present a current and valid identification card, such 
as a Driver’s License or State Identification Card, to the Marriage License Agent and complete 
the required documentation with the licensor. 
 
You pay the Marriage License Agent $65.00 in cash upon meeting. 
 
You give the Marriage License document to your Wedding Officiant, sign it once married and, in 
approximately 120 days, you will receive your formal marriage license. 
 

Commonly asked questions regarding Marriage Licensing ~ 
 
Do we need blood tests? 
 No. 
 
Can we apply for our license in March for our June wedding? 

A State of Hawaii marriage license must be obtained in the state of Hawaii prior to the 
wedding and is valid for thirty days from the date of issue. 

 
Can we fill out the application before I meet with the Marriage License Agent? 
 You may complete your application in advance.  Visit http://www.hawaii.gov/doh/records. 
 
I’ve been divorced; do I have to bring my divorce decree? 

No, but you will be asked the exact date (i.e., month, day, year), county and state of the 
divorce. 

 
How do we make our appointment with the Marriage License Agent? AND 
Do we have to drive to the Courthouse to obtain our Marriage License? 

No - Marriage License Agents are available throughout Maui County (Kihei, Lahaina, 
Makawao, and Pukalani).  Your appointment is coordinated through the Hotel’s Wedding 
Services department.  Appointments are available Monday through Friday, 8:00am to 
4:00pm and Saturday until Noon (excluding holidays). 

 
Is the marriage license fee included in our Wedding Package? 

Arrangements for your marriage license appointment are included in the Wedding Package 
at no additional cost; the license fee is not, and is paid in cash directly to the 
Licensor. 

 
Can I charge the $65.00 fee to my credit card or guest room account? 

Licensors accept cash only at the time of your appointment. 
 
Do we receive our marriage license before we leave Hawaii to go home? 

Your marriage license application is submitted for filing to the State of Hawaii by your 
marriage officiant.  Processing will take approximately 120 days.  A “rush” form is provided 
to you.  If you require your license to be processed in less than 120 days, you are 
responsible for processing this form.  There is a fee for this service. Just so you know, a 
marriage license and marriage certificate are different documents. The marriage license 
permits a marriage to take place. The marriage certificate indicates that a legal marriage 
has been performed.
